FP 1/8/1835: Delight 10, Docked to be fitted for Packet Service.

FP 30/4/1836: Court Martial aboard HMS Royal Adelaide (Flagship), of Mr. Anthony Lyons, Gunner on HMB Delight, Packet Lt. Moore. " of having been intoxicated on Sat 12/12/35  and 13/12/35 & 12/1/36"  Charge partly proved, adjudged to be dismissed His Majesty's packet brig Delight & admonished to be more circumspect in his conduct for the future.

FP 5/11/1836: Birth, 30th October, a daughter to the wife of Mr Browning, Surgeon on HM Packet Delight.

FP 29/4/1837: Died, on his passage to Mexico, Lt. Moore, commander of HM Packet Delight, leaving a widow and numerous family to mourn their loss.

FP 20/5/1837: Married 11th May [1837] at Budock, Lt. John M. Montgomery of the 49th Foot, to Jane, eldest daughter of the Late John Moore, commander of HM Packet Delight.

FP 17/6/1837: Arrived Delight, Lt. Phillott (Acting) from Mexico, left Vera Cruz 5th, Tampico 16th & Havannah 30th April with about $1,000,000 on freight.   Lieut. Lory of St. Keverne is appointed to take command of Delight.

FP 14/10/1837: Appointed, Mr. Peter Francis, Master and Mr J. Andrews Assistant Surgeon.

FP 10/2/1838: Born last week, a daughter to the Lady of J. Andrews Esq., Asst. Surgeon on Delight Packet.

FP 17/10/1840: Delight arrived Falmouth 17/10/40, having landed her mails at Baltimore, S W Ireland, due to East winds.

[DELIGHT sailed under Lory for Madeira & Brazils on 5 June 1840, return due 23 October 1840, arriving Falmouth after 135 days, 6 days early, but without her mail.[ID 2104]]

FP 28/11/1840: Born Mylor 22 November, [1840], a daughter (stillborn) to the Lady of Lt. Lory R.N., Commander of Delight. (Buried Mylor)

FP 13/2/1841: Died Falmouth Ages 26, wife of Mr. John Ellis Jun., Mate on H.M. Packet Delight 

FP 1/1/1842: Delight, Lory, arrived Havannah from Falmouth on 29/10/1841.

FP18/3/1843: Portsmouth appointments, Lt. W. Lory to Lydden Spont (?)

FP 11/5/1844: Sale of Ships unfit for service, by Lords of the Admiralty, auction at Somerset House, Lyra 10 gun brig, 236 tons, reserve £700, highest bid £350, unsold.

Delight 10 gun brig, 231 tons. Reserve £500, bid £350 - "bought in for Customs duty on the River Tees as a watch vessel  (see FP 15/6/1844)  NOTE - later referred to under different fate.... bought for breaking up?

Captain William Lory, R.N. 1795-1868

Supplementary Article by the rev. H. Coulson Lory, Vicar of St. Mark's, Liverpool.


[son of Captain William Lory]

"he was partly educated at the classical school of Falmouth, and partly by a distinguished navigator of the name of Humphries, at the Lizard."

" he commanded Her Majesty's brigs Delight, Swift and Express.  They carried ten guns, and were employed in bringing home gold and silver specie from South America and Mexico.  They were also employed in the West Indies and in other parts.   Lieutenant Lory was promoted to Commander in 1851, and retired from the service."

[Note: it seems extraordinary that the use of navy brigs is not described as 'carrying the mails'  - but "employed in bringing home gold and silver specie".  Lory's packet commands came at the end of the sailing packet service, the only route still operated under sail alone being to the Brazils (lack of coaling stations). Given the duration of his service on packets, it is surprising that the service did not feature more in his son's report(s).

Lory commanded Delight from his first voyage on 3 July, 1837 until his thirteenth voyage on Delight, to Mexico (17 Sept. 1841 - 21 Jan. 1842.)

It appears that he performed three voyages on HMPB Swift, sailing 6 Feb. 1847 and returning 12 June 1847, 6Aug. - 12 Dec. 1847 and again on 6 Feb. 1848.   Lory was transferred to command HMPB Express on 13 June, 1848.  The Sailing Packet Service ended in December 1850.

Letter written by Commander William LORY, R.N*., of Treleague, to the POST OFFICE.

[*Born 24/12/1793, at Tregoning Manor, St. Keverne, near Helston, Cornwall.

Died 18/7/1868, age 74 years.  Buried St. Keverne.]









Treleague, 10 July 1842.

Sir,

I beg leave to make a statement for the consideration of His Lordship the Postmaster General, representing the conveyance of letters and newspapers in the district of Meneage.[Helston, Cornwall]


Meneage is the first Agricultural district in the county, comprising twelve parishes producing by estimation a rental of forty thousand pounds per annum, containing nearly nine thousand inhabitants, thirty five shops, thirty public houses, and extensive Pilchard fishery - carried on in nine coves, and a considerable trade in timber, coal, etc.  There are also four Coast-guard stations and a customs house, where I believe an additional man is employed to attend to the post-office, or a sum allowed for the purpose. The inhabitants of this important district experience the greatest inconvenience, injury and loss in consequence of their (sic) being no established mode for the conveyance of their correspondence either through the district, or to the Post-Town, which is more than ten miles from some of the Parishes.  Letters are lost and destroyed or returned to the Dead Letter Office.  We have not the advantage of reading the Duchy newspapers and suffer delay and loss in receipt of the Weekly ones… the only way we have of receiving or forwarding our letters, is, unless we send on purpose is by the kindness of our neighbours happening to go to Helston or Falmouth on business.


The most important Parish is St. Keverne, which is equal to any in the county and if its inhabitants of 2,620 were concentrated near its centre, the town would be more tan ten miles from a Post Office.


In order to prevent trouble… I take the liberty to propose a plan.  I must now beg to refer you to the large Ordnance map.  


There should be six stations to receive and deliver letters and papers, viz, 1. Mawgan, 1. St. Martin, 3. Manaccan,  4. St. Keverne,  5, Ruan Major,  6, Cury Cross Lanes.


The persons in charge should be approved of by the Post-Office, Magistrates or Clergy of the district.  Two horses would be necessary to keep up a daily communication - their plan would require the sum of £12 per annum, but to communicate three times a week, Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays the sum of £65 would do.  The Postman should leave Helston twenty minutes after the arrival of the Eastern Mail, and travel at the rate of six miles an hour - calling at no 1, 2, 3, (and deliver and receive St. Anthony's letters), no. 4 stops half an hour, no 5 (here receive and deliver Grade, Ruan Minor, and Landerwednack, no 6 (here deliver & receive Mullion, Cury and Gunwallo letters) and back to Helston the whole district being thirty miles, or indeed starting from and returning to St. Keverne church village, the most important place in the district, containing 310 inhabitants, calling at the different stations and being at Helston before the arrival of the Mail.


A third plan might answer as well and require less expense, say £10 on the first and £5 on the last sum.  I beg to add that I am ready to guarantee that the above estimate shall not be exceeded.

Near Mevagissey, 25 March 1844.

My Dear Sir,

The above is a rough copy of a letter sent to the Secretary of the General Post Office about twenty months since, and it was answered as follows.  "that enquiry had been made and that an official post to Mawgan, Manaccan, Helford and St. Keverne could not be maintained under an expense of £45. 14s. 4d., and if parties interested would guarantee that sum to the revenue the arrangement should commence and since I wrote you on this interesting subject I have made further enquiry and it is advised to get a petition drawn up and signed by a few respectable inhabitants of each parish. 


If therefore you or Dr. Stevens feel disposed to get it done, I will get our M.P. to forward it to The Post Master General and as his department is making impressments in various parts of the Kingdom, I have no doubt it will meet with some success.  I send the copy as it may assist in drawing up the petition.  I am not aware if anything has been done since I wrote to the Secretary January last.
